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ROAD (SOUTHBOUND M1, JUNCTION 13)

Exit the M1 at Junction 13. Turn right at the traffic
lights and pass over the top of the motorway.

At the roundabout take the first exit, A507,
signposted to Woburn and Leighton Buzzard.
Remain on this road for approximately 0.5 miles
before turning left (still on A507) into the village of
Husborne Crawley.

At the t-junction turn right onto the A4012,
proceeding in the direction of Leighton Buzzard.
At the next t-junction turn left into Woburn,
following the A4012 through the village. Remain
on A4012 for approximately 5 miles.

At the traffic lights in the village of Hockliffe
(where the A4012 and the A5 intersect) turn right
onto the A5 in the direction of Milton Keynes.
Continue on the A5 for approximately 1.5 miles.
At the brow of the hill turn left, signposted to
Heath and Reach.

After approximately 0.25 miles, turn left again into
Mile Tree Road, signposted to Leighton Buzzard.
Remain on this road for approximately 0.5 miles.
Vandyke Plant is clearly signposted on the right
hand side of the road.

NOTE: Care needs to be taken when entering the
plant as a tourist railway crosses the driveway.

ROAD (NORTHBOUND M1, JUNCTION 12)

Exit the M1 at Junction 12. Take the A5120 in the
direction of Toddington and Dunstable.

After passing Toddington village church (on the
left), turn right by the village green, signposted to
Tebworth (B’ road).

Continue on this road for approximately 2.5 miles,
passing through the village of Tebworth.

At the intersection with the A5 turn right in the
direction of Milton Keynes. Continue on the A5 for
approximately 1.5 miles, passing through the
village of Hockliffe.

On the brow of the hill turn left, signposted to
Heath and Reach.

After approximately 0.25 miles, turn left again into
Mile Tree Road, signposted to Leighton Buzzard.
Remain on this road for approximately 0.5 miles.
Vandyke Plant is clearly signposted on the right
hand side of the road.
